INDOOR TIPS  

TIP LEGEND  No cost - Easy to do Low cost - More effort required Higher cost - More effort required 

Conservation Tip:      Estimated Savings: 

Run the dishwasher only when full.     2-4.5 gallons per load 

Donôt leave water running when rinsing dishes.   2.5 gallons per minute 

Turn off water when brushing teeth.    2 gallons per minute 

Shorten showers.       2.5 gallons per minute 

Donôt use the toilet as a wastebasket.    1.6 - 3.5 gallons per flush 

Wash only full loads of clothes.     15-50 gallons per load 

Fix leaky toilets.       30-100+ gallons per day 

Fix leaky faucets.       15-20 gallons per day 

Install aerators with flow restrictors on kitchen/bathroom faucets. 4.7 gallons per day 

Replace older, inefficient clothes washers with efficient ones.  20-30 gallons per load

Replace older, high-volume toilets with high efficiency ones.  1.9 - 3.8 gallons per flush
