97% of residents view our quality of life 
as excellent or good.

Preserve San Clemente’s small town atmosphere/unique  
village character. 86% said that preserving the unique village character 
of San Clemente is high or medium priority for the future.

Keep neighborhoods desirable. 97% said that having adequate 
parking is at least somewhat important for neighborhoods.  
Not far behind, 93% value being within walking distance of parks 
and green spaces.
