West Pico Corridor Specific Plan Update and Architectural Overlay Expansion (Wright)
This item is to familiarize the Planning Commission with a City-initiated project underway to update the West Pico Corridor Specific Plan and expand the Architectural Overlay. 
Christopher Wright, Associate Planner II, narrated a PowerPoint Presentation entitled, “West Pico Corridor Specific Plan and Architectural Overlay Expansion Project, dated March 16, 2022.” A copy of the Presentation is on file in Planning Division. 

Chair Crandell opened the public hearing. 
Public Testimony:
Mark McGuire, resident, stated that properties on Calle Lago within the Mixed Use Overlay are too far from the main road to have thriving first-floor retail space in a mixed-use project so the City should consider removing or reducing first-floor commercial space requirements; confirmed with staff that the intent is to allow the use of the self-storage facility to continue on Calle Lago, with the addition of the properties to the Specific Plan; advised intent with the update/expansion is to implement General Plan policies adopted by the City Council. 
Gary Giacomini, resident, advised that the Los Molinos business owners’ group meets the first Wednesday of each month at 5:00 p.m. at the Second-Hand Furniture Store and invited staff/Commissioners to attend; offered to provide tours of the area for Commissioners and provided his contact information through staff for appointments; noted the area is an eclectic mix of business, community, and housing that is thriving and continually improving; and the focus of this project should be to implement the General Plan completed with much public input and research.  
Chair Crandell closed the public hearing. 
Comments/Suggestions:

2nd Study Session: Specific Plan Amendments for Forster Ranch, Marblehead Coastal, Marblehead Inland, Rancho San Clemente, and Talega (Webber)

This item is to continue deliberation on city-initiated updates to Specific Plans for consistency with General Plan goals and policies, specifically for auto-related uses within the industrial and Business Park planning areas. 

Kyle Webber, Associate Planner, narrated a PowerPoint Presentation entitled, “Planning Commission Specific Plans Update, 2nd Study Session, dated March 16, 2022. A copy of the Presentation is on file in Planning Division. The discussion on the topic between staff and the Planning Commission will assist staff with pending updates to the City’s Specific Plan documents. Amendments to the Specific Plans are expected to be presented in draft form at a regularly scheduled Planning Commission public hearing where additional input from Commissioners will be considered.
Chair Crandell opened the public hearing and there being no testimony, closed the public hearing. 
Following a brief discussion, the Commission requested staff consider incorporating development standard regulations that define “indoor” and “outdoor” permitted uses and alternative methods for purchase and delivery of new cars.
