Automotive Service Uses within Rancho San Clemente and Talega Specific Plans (Webber)
A study Session to continue deliberation on City-initiated updates to Specific Plans permitting automotive service uses within the Industrial and Business Park planning areas of Rancho San Clemente and Talega Specific Plans. Proposed amendments in regards to automobile-related policies and regulations are included in the comprehensive 2022 Specific Plan Amendments (SPA 21-229). The updates are a phase of the work program to update the City’s planning documents to be consistent and compatible with the General Plan and Coastal Land Use Plan (LUP), as required by State law. 

Kyle Webber, Associate Planner, narrated a PowerPoint Presentation entitled, “Planning Commission Specific Plan Amendment 21-229, Rancho San Clemente and Talega Specific Plan – Automotive Service Uses” dated September 7, 2022. A copy of the Presentation is on file in Planning Division. The Presentation discussed General Plan Goals and Policies related to introducing automotive service uses in the Business and Industrial Parks of the specific plan areas including the types of permitted uses, Development Standards, Design Guidelines, definitions, and development review proposed. The Commissioners confirmed that no moving signs were allowed throughout the City. Staff reiterated to the Commissioners that automotive services uses in the Business and Industrial parks should have less stringent regulations due to the industrial zoning districts, while maintaining a permit process that mitigates potential effects on future and existing non-automotive neighboring establishments. 
Adam Atamian, Deputy Community Development Director, encouraged the Commissioners to contact staff with any additional comments. This project will return to the Commission for additional consideration and action September 21, 2022, along with the City Council initiated comprehensive Specific Plan Amendment project.
